Marc Moncusi

Marc Moncusi has enjoyed a varied and broad-ranging career. He is equally at home
in the world of symphony concerts, opera and ballet.

As guest conductor he has performed successfully all over the world with many
prestigious orchestras such as the Simén Bolivar Symphony Orchestra of Venezuela,
Beijing Symphony Orchestra, Mexico City Philharmonic Orchestra, Sofia Philharmonic
Orchestra, OFUNAM, Symphony Orchestra of the Claudio Santoro National Theater of
Brasilia, Barcelona and Catalonia National Symphony Orchestra, Haifa Symphony
Orchestra, State of Mexico Symphony Orchestra, Oviedo Filarmonia (Spain), ORTVE
Chamber Orchestra at the 73 Ljubljana Festival (Republic of Slovenia), Silesian
Philharmonic Orchestra (Poland), Krakow Opera Orchestra and Chorus, Stable
Orchestra of the Argentine Theater of La Plata (Argentina), Denver Philharmonic
Orchestra, North Czech Philharmonic (Czech Republic), Cairo Symphony Orchestra,
Medellin Philharmonic Orchestra, Chilean National Symphony Orchestra, among
others.

As an opera conductor, he has been highly successful with Madama Butterfly, The
Barber of Seville, Dofia Francisquita, La Serva Padrona, Il Matrimonio Segreto, La Voix
Humaine, La Bohéme, L’Elisir d’Amore, Luisa Fernanda, and Il Tabarro.

Marc Moncusi also conducted the Vienna Volksoper Orchestra and the Munich
Symphony Orchestra as David Giménez’s assistant and cover conductor in the
Belcanto Concert Tour 2015 with Diana Damrau and Nicolas Testé.

He conducted a world premiere of a new production ballet of Mozart's Requiem with a
Jacek Tyski's choreography at Krakow Opera House in 2026. He also conducted
Stravinsky’s ballet Pulcinella at the National Theater of Opera and Ballet of Albania.

Marc Moncusi has worked with world class artists such as Ramén Vargas, Martin
Garcia Garcia, Carolina Lopez Moreno, Annunziata Vestri, Abel Pereira, Veronica
Simeoni, Pilar Policano, Moses Mackay, Pedro Carrillo, Fernando Cisneros, Xhieldo
Hyseni, and Dmitry Ishkhanov.

Since the 2005-06 season he has been Artistic Director of the Reus Concerts
Association (Spain), where he organizes one of the most important and recognized
concert cycles in Catalonia, and he is also regularly invited to teach orchestra
conducting and orchestra master classes all over the world.



Marc Moncusi studied conducting at the Royal Conservatory of Music in Madrid and
holds a Master’s degree from the Carnegie Mellon University in Pittsburgh. He later
pursued advanced conducting studies with Jesus Lopez Cobos at the Cincinnati
Symphony Orchestra (2000-2001) and at the Staatsoper Berlin invited by Daniel
Barenboim (2001-2004).
